AND

HEADQUARTERS, 16TH AIR AND SPACE EXPEDITIONARY TASK FORCE
MISSION:  The Combined Air Forces-North coordinates the operation of U.S. and allied forces supporting U.S. Central Command in several NATO and European countries.  In addition to an unspecified number of allied personnel, aircraft and other assets*, CAF-N forces include approximately 4,700 U.S. personnel and 100 U.S. aircraft assigned to seven forward operating locations in six countries.   The staff’s primary responsibility is to serve as the focal point for coordination between the U.S. Central Command’s Combined Forces Air Component Commander and coalition forces operating from the U.S. European Command area of responsibility.  The staff mission includes airspace and air defense coordination with European and NATO countries.
The 16th Air and Space Expeditionary Task Force exercises administrative control over U.S. Air Force personnel assigned to CAF-N.  The staff’s key responsibilities include coordinating logistical sustainment and host-nation support of U.S. operations.



ORGANIZATION:  The headquarters are both organized into five functional staff directorates (“C” denoting CAF-N staff, “A’ denoting 16th AETF): 

· C1/A1 - Manpower and Personnel

· C2/A2 - Intelligence

· C3/A3 - Operations

· C4/A4 - Logistics 

· C6/A6 - Communications.
